June brings a special program with Hal Janssen.

| first met Hal at Creative Sports in Walnut Creek in the early “seventies”. He helped a young
angler with the peculiarities of Putah Creek. We tied midge pupae and Sawyer’s Pt nymphs in
evening classes and then fished them the next day at Putah. Both are in my fly box today.
Hal's accomplishments in the fly fishing world surpass anybody who is out there and he has
always been an educator who believed in passing on his knowledge. We talked early this week
and he estimates that he has spent approximately 11,000 days fly fishing. He is an artist,
angler, lecturer and video personality. Early on he worked with Sunset Lines and Scientific
Angler in development that resulted in improved shooting heads and clear sinking lines. He has
fished with many of consequence in the angling world. | have to ask him about his experiences
with Bing and Phil Harris. | have a story about both that is titled, “Bing, Phil and the Muskrat on
Rising River”. You have to buy my book next year to hear the rest of the story. Over seventy
Janssen fly patterns are manufactured and have worldwide distribution. He has contributed to
21 books as an artist and an author. When not at Lake Almanor, where he holds all fly records,
Hal and his wife Jane live in Forest Ranch. In January 210, Hal was inducted into the
California Outdoor Hall of Fame. What's really important is that we get to spend an evening
with this gentleman. He will start with fly tying of the patterns that he uses. This is going to be
an eye opener. Hal told me last night that he is going to upset everything that you have ever
learned about Stillwater fly angling. He also happens to be one of two in the world that have
natural polarizing vision. After the fly tying, we will take a break for an abbreviated business
meeting, then go to his lecture. Bring guests, bring a notebook and be prepared to stay a
while. He can really get going and the information will change many of your Stillwater habits!

July will be a showing of “The Rise”.
August is our free barbecue/potluck at Condon Park.

September brings our own Hogan Brown with a new Entomology program.

Conservation Corner

Kids Fish Day -Malakoff Diggins Pond

Frank Rinella reports that the Annual Kids Fish Day at Malakoff Pond was a huge success this year and was enjoyed by the 50 to
75 kids who participated. As opposed to last year when the fishing proved to be difficult, this year all the kids caught fish.
Because the club contributed the money necessary to transport larger trout the kids were catching 3-4 pound fish. The rangers
were very grateful for our club volunteers and the contribution which allowed the larger fish to be caught.

DownsStream Fly Fishing Day

The fourth DownStream 2010 fly fishing day was held on May 22. The event for Down Syndrome kids was to help introduce
these kids to fly fishing. A total of approximately 70 volunteers were there to help, including about 10 from our club. The
activities took place on a private ranch pond filled with trout in Browns Valley.

Deer Creek Trail and Restoration Project

We recently spoke to the American Rivers organization and learned that they are still planning to grade the BLM property known
as Stocking Flat to reestablish a larger stream recharge area on Deer Creek. The work is planned for this fall, if everything falls
into place. Revegetation will take place after the site is lowered. American Rivers will let us know if any help is needed from the
club. In addition, they say that sampling and monitoring activities may be completed at the Bear Valley project off Highway 20
this year, for which they may also need help.

Yuba River Water Shed Multi-Party Forum

Frank Rinella recently attended the second meeting of this group in Sacramento. The meeting was hosted by the National
Marine Fisheries. The purpose of the group is to act on and reverse the declining native salmon populations in the river.
Because the Yuba River is one of the few rivers that still support a native (no hatchery fish) population, this group’s goal is to
protect and improve the chances of their survival. Another goal is to reestablish salmon throughout the river with emphasis on
insurance of cold water flow throughout the year and methods for fish to circumvent the dams.

Recipe of the Month - June:

Cheesy Spinach and Artichoke Dip

1 can (140z) artichoke hearts, drained, finely chopped ¥z cup 2% Milk Shredded Mozzarella Cheese

1 pkg. (100z) frozen chopped spinach, thawed & drained Y tsp. garlic powder

¥ cup Grated Parmesan Cheese 9” Sourdough Bread Bowl

¥ cup Mayonnaise Assorted Party Crackers and Cubed Breads

PREHEAT oven to 350* F. Mix all ingredients SPOON into 9"sourdough bread bowl hollowed out & top cut ff.

(except Crackers and Breads) until well blended.
BAKE 20 minutes or until brown on top and heated through SERVE with Crackers and Breads.

Roasted Red Pepper & Basil Spread

1 Tub (120z) Cream Cheese Spread(Philadelphia) 5 pitted black olives, chopped
Ya cup lightly packed fresh basil leaves 2 Thsp. Planters sliced almonds, toasted
1 clove garlic, peeled and minced Ritz and Townhouse Crackers

% cup drained roasted red peppers

PLACE cream cheese spread in blender & set aside; Wash tub & line with plastic wrap with ends extending over sides of tub; Set aside
ADD basil and garlic to cream cheese in blender.

Cover & blend using the pulse action until well blended.

Chop red peppers and olives and combine. UNMOLD cheese mixture onto a serving plate: remove And discard wrap.
Spoon ¥ of the cream cheese mixture into the lined tub. Top with almonds. Serve with crackers.

Cover with the chopped pepper & olive mixture, pressing Makes 1% cups or 12 servings

lightly into cream cheese. Top with the remaining

cream cheese mixture. Cover & refrigerate 1 hour.
